Lightweight stacking chairs can be used 
for lecture-style programming in this 
space. When the chairs are not in use, 
they can be stacked for easy storage.

Suspend a projector  
from the ceiling and use 
a screen or a blank wall 
as a projection surface for 
lectures or film screenings.

Simple bench seating in the center of 
the room serves as a spot for patrons 
to gather for casual conversations and 
makes this space feel like a traditional 
gallery. Adjustable height bistro tables 
with sleek stool seating along the wall 
provide patrons with alternative seating 
options in this space.

During a reception, move the bistro 
tables away from the walls to transform 
the space into a vibrant atmosphere 
conducive for conversation.
